Module 1 assignments

Answer all of the assignments. The first is a more theoretical examination of the issues looked at in Module One, while the second is a more practical task based on the information in Unit 3. The third question encourages you to revise important concepts in TESOL.

1. Write an essay of between 800 and 1000 words describing a foreign language learning experience that you have had. The essay should detail the learning situation and your own feelings.  The aim is to identify successful (and unsuccessful) strategies from your own past experience as a learner.  Try to relate this experience to the ideas discussed in Module One - for example, you might want to compare the teaching methodologies with those outlined in Unit 1, to examine the language presentation methods or the type of interaction that went on in your own situation. Please do not simply describe your language learning experiences, you must analyse them.
2. Choose one of the following examples to work with:

a.  In a pre-intermediate course book, you find these two sentences in a short text:

When I arrived at his house, he had finished work. In the evening, we went to

the cinema. When the film started, I realised that I had seen it before.

b. In a primary course book (school children aged 5-11), you find this sentence in a short text:

When I arrived at his house, he had finished work.
The verbs in italics are in the Simple Past tense and the verbs in bold are Past

Perfect (i.e. had + verb+ed).

You want to introduce the Past Perfect for the first time to your students. Consider how you might do this. Use the format provided to show how you will demonstrate/explain the use of the Past Perfect and what practice activities you might use in this lesson. This is a multilingual group.
